Children’s Play
Children/grandchildren under 8 years of age are not allowed on the Golf Course at any time unless enrolled in the Family Certification Program.  Contact Golf Professionals for details.

It is the parents’ and grandparents’ responsibility to make sure all children conduct themselves in a satisfactory manner conducive to good golf so this privilege can continue.

Junior Golf Program

The Junior Golf Program is designed to guide, teach, encourage, and assist boys and girls who will be our future golfers and club members. It will provide proper instruction in the play of the game, the rules, and etiquette.  It will give them a chance to play, help them to make their own decisions fairly and promptly, and aid the child in learning how to get along with other people.  The goals of this program are to have the junior golfers learn more about the game, have fun playing the game, and advance to the level of their abilities.  
Eligibility

Children/grandchildren of Golf and House Members between the ages of 8 and 17 years of age are eligible to participate in Junior events.  Any child who has not reached his 18th birthday by opening day of Junior Golf is eligible to play the entire season.  There will be a registration fee based upon participation.  
Those 18 Hole Transit Valley Junior Golfers who have participated in the Junior Golf program within the past year are eligible to be selected to compete in Interclub until the day before their nineteenth birthday.

All Junior Golfers must have parent walkers to be eligible to play.  Parents may not walk with their own child during Junior Golf Tournament days.  If a parent is unable to walk a group, the parent is responsible for finding a replacement.
Advancement

Playing ability, verification of proper conduct, and etiquette on the course will be the major factors in determining a golfer’s eligibility for advancement to a higher group.  All advancements are by recommendation of group directors and upon the approval of the Golf Professional Staff; all candidates for advancement must also meet handicap requirements listed for each group.  Once a golfer has met these requirements, advancement to the next higher group is mandatory.  After all, advancement is a goal of the Junior Golf Program.  Therefore, regression is not possible:  once a player advances, they can only advance further, not back.

All new players to golf or children of new members, regardless of age, must report to the Beginners’ group.  They will be moved to the proper group when evaluated as to ability and knowledge of rules and demonstration of proper etiquette.

If, for any reason, a player or the player’s parent opts against advancement when their handicap and other requirements indicate they should, the player will not be eligible for prizes during regular play or championships at the “gross score” level.  However, they will still be eligible for prizes at the “new score” level.
Note:  The Junior Golf Committee will assess all cases on an individual basis if circumstances arise such as, but are not limited to, obvious golf ability, higher age than what is normal in a particular group, or membership at other clubs with verified Junior Golf participation.  Also, any situation not covered specifically in these pages will be handled at the discretion of the Junior Golf Committee with the Golf Professional Staff having the final say.

Approval
Approval of Junior Golfers will be based on the following:

1.  13 years of age (or if a younger player has an 18-hole handicap of 24 or less, and providing they participate in the Junior Golf Program, the Golf Professional Staff may consider them for approval.)

2, Handicaps, playing ability, record of proper conduct and etiquette on the course are all taken into consideration.

3.  Five current year 18-hole TVCC scores or five 18-hole TVCC scores recorded in the previous year and three current year TVCC scores.  All scores must be properly dated and attested by an adult.

Standards should not be relaxed once approved; violation of rules will be cause for suspension or revocation of privileges.

4. The Golf Professional Staff will administer a written test, once all other criteria for approval have been met.

5.  Final approval is determined by a round of golf with the Golf Professional or a member of his Staff.

6.  Non-participants in the Junior Golf Program between 16 and 18 years of age must comply with the above items (2, 3, 4, 5) in order to be considered for approval. 
Approved 18-hole “A” Juniors with a handicap of 20 or under are permitted to tee off at 12:00 noon on Saturdays, Sundays and holidays.

Children who are not approved golfers may play as listed in the current Roster.  They must, however, be accompanied by an adult.

ELIGIBILITY FOR JUNIOR GOLF CHAMPIONSHIP
Junior Golfers must have five attested current year TVCC scores, two of which must have been played on a Junior Golf Tournament Day or at Interclub Events.  Any Interclub scores must be played for TVCC’s team.  A handicap must be established and walker requirements must be met before participation in the Championship.

A Junior Golfer’s playing status for championships will be determined by his or her level as of the end of play on August 5, 2011.  Subsequent advancement will be allowed but the player may choose to play in Championships at the previous level if they desire.
PEE WEE GOLF PROGRAM

Children/Grandchildren Between Ages of 5 to 7 Years Old

Children/grandchildren of Golf and House members between the ages of 5 to 7 years old are eligible to participate in the Pee Wee Golf Program.  This Program will be conducted at the Club on Junior Golf days and will last approximately 30 to 40 minutes per session.  This Program is designed to introduce our younger children to the fundamentals of golf while providing the participants an opportunity to have fun on the golf course.  Each participant MUST be accompanied by an adult while attending the Program and due to the relatively young age of the children in this Program there will be no exceptions to this rule.
Children must be under parental supervision and properly attired.  If the driving range is crowded, children must yield to members.

TVCC Family Certified Junior Program

The purpose of this initiative is to allow families improved access to the golf course.  Transit Valley’s current Golf Policies state “Children under 8 years of age are not allowed on the Golf Course at any time.”  This program is designed to amend this policy.  Below are the details:
1.  All Children of Resident, Intermediate and Junior Members are eligible to participate in the    
     Family Certified Junior Program.

2.  Parents of children under the age of 8 must meet with the head Golf Professional.

3.  The child’s ability is evaluated.
4.  Parents are briefed on rules, courtesies, and etiquette.


A.  Privileges are extended 2 hours before sunset.


B.  These privileges include use of practice range (when open), putting green, 


      practice area (right of 9th hole), and golf course.


C.  Always allow faster groups to play through.


D.  Always repair any ball marks and divots.

5.  A red bag tag is issued to the young golfer recognizing this special status.

6.  A list of “certified” families is kept in the Golf Shop.

7.  Privileges may be revoked or rescinded.
Please keep in mind the nature of this program and the opportunity to mentor a child in this wonderful game.  This program is self-monitoring.  The true nature of this venture is to teach the child not just the game, but also the intangibles the game has to offer:  conduct, etiquette, perseverance, responsibility, courtesy, honesty, integrity, sportsmanship, respect, confidence, and judgment.
